Overview

The purpose of this document is to orient users of the laboratory in 6-2233 with the ALS facilities and LBNL safety rules.  After reading this document please sign and date it.  After returning the signed copy to Sirine Fakra, you will receive a photocopy of this document and she will request that your card key will be coded to permit entry.

We are still in the process of equipping this space.  If you have specific requests-please let them be known.  We would like this to be a functional, useful space for all of us while following the laboratory rules on safety, chemical inventories, unlabeled chemicals and chemical waste. 

The information given here is not comprehensive.  Other resources for chemical hygiene and safety are given in the Laboratory’s Health and Safety Manual (PUB-3000) and the Laboratory’s Chemical Hygiene and Safety Plan (PUB–5341).  Copies of these are available on the LBNL web site.

General Comments and Rules

MSDS sheets, eyewash and safety glasses are all on your right as you enter the laboratory. There are gloves attached to the exterior of one of the hoods.  You are responsible for verifying the suitability of the gloves for your particular chemical use.  Safety glasses must be worn in the laboratory when working with chemicals.  Safety items are coded with bright orange labels.

General Use items 

Items in the drawers or cabinets labeled General MES can be used by anyone.

Specific User items

There are some areas that are labeled with specific users, please do not use these items unless you have permission from that person. The microtome is not for general use-consult with Adam Hitchcock. 

Bringing Chemicals into this Room

NO RADIOACTIVE MATERIALS OR BIOHAZARDS > LEVEL 1 are allowed in this laboratory.

Labeling of Chemicals

All chemicals, regardless of location or container need to be labeled with the contents, your name the date, and any physical or health hazards.  There are NO exceptions to this: even a beaker of water must be labeled. Since this is a multi-user laboratory people need to be able to tell what is in a container. Mixtures must be labeled with the chemical composition of the mixture, your name and the date.

If you bring chemicals into this room, please contact Sirine Fakra so that they are entered into the chemical inventory and an MSDS is obtained and put into the MSDS binder. They must be labeled with your name and a date.

Chemical Waste

Guest users that will generate small quantities of chemical waste, please speak directly with Sirine Fakra. Employees regularly generating waste should take the required EHS classes. Waste may not be poured down the drain or placed into the garbage.  

Soil Samples

People with soil samples need to read and sign a copy of the standard operating procedure for the Advance Light Source Soils Lab.  Copies of this are available on the MES website http://beamline1102.als.lbl.gov/. Questions on disposal of soil samples should be addressed to Marty White (ext. 7663).

Cleanliness

Keep the laboratory clean.  Ensure that all glassware and surfaces you have used are clean before you leave the laboratory.

Equipment Available

2 Fume hoods



These are not to be used as long-term storage.  If you intend to exclusively use one of the fume hoods for a few days, please leave a pup tent label with your name, the date, the intended length of use.

Bench Space

Bench space is available for preparing samples and assembly during the time period around user beam time. Please be considerate of other people.  If you are working in a particular area, please leave a pup tent label with your name, the date, the intended length of use.

Basic Chemicals


Cabinets below the fume hoods contain acids and some general solvents. Items for general use are ordered specifically for general use and will not have a persons name on them. If the chemicals have a specific person’s name on them-consult with that person prior to using the chemicals. Please note that if you bring chemicals in and place them here you must label them with your name and date. Next to the hood is a container of the HF antidote. MSDS are in the binder on the right hand side as you enter the door.
Purchased 18 Mega Ohm Water 


Research quality water is next to the fume hoods.  If you have a need for more 18 Mega Ohm water, this is also available in the ALS General Users Chemistry Laboratory.  (Access can be obtained through either Georgeanna Perdue (ext. 7407 or the ALS users office ext. 7728)).

Refrigerator 


The refrigerator is for chemicals and specimens requiring refrigeration. These must be labeled with your name and a date and entered into the chemical inventory.  Insert the relevant MSDS into the MSDS binder. A good site for MSDS sheets you may need is http://www4.ucmsds.com/site/scripts/main.asp

pH meter and shaker


An Orion 420A pH meter and a Orbital Benchtop Open Air Shaker are available in the laboratory.
